Dear Brothers, Sisters, and Friends in Christ: 

 

 In the twelfth chapter of Genesis, God tells 

Abram to leave his country and kindred to the place where 

God will show him.  And so Abram follows.  In Exodus 

God speaks to Moses through a burning bush urging him 

to return to Egypt to fulfill his calling.  And so Moses goes.  God speaks to Samuel in 

a dream, and Samuel responds by telling the Lord that he, the Lord's servant, is 

listening.  And in the Gospels, the disciples bring their boats ashore, drop everything, 

and follow Jesus.

You 

have reached out to us, brought us into your fold, and made us feel as though we were 

family.  I personally thank you for your patience and understanding, for your love and 

care, and for all the laughs and good times we had together.  I thank you for guiding 

me along the way, for walking with me during these years of ministry.  I will cherish 

the memories of each one of you and remember you with gratitude to God. 

 C.S. Lewis writes, "Friendship is the greatest of worldly goods.  Certainly to 

me it is the chief happiness of life." We know the friends we have made here will cross 

the boundaries of time and distance.  And we are sure, through God's love and the 

grace of Jesus Christ, that in the end we will be reunited in the kingdom of heaven.
